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Why Is This Important?

We audit areas that impact the lives of people in New Brunswick.

We make recommendations to promote accountable and sustainable government.

When recommendations are not implemented, risks remain and may worsen over time.

This chapter is a tool for the Public Accounts Committee, the Crown Corporations Committee and the public to
hold government departments and Crown agencies accountable.

Overall Conclusions
o Entities self-report they have implemented 66% of our recommendations from performance audits in 2014, 2015
and 2016.
We have verified recommendations from our 2014 reports and found 71% have been implemented.
o Key recommendations from our 2011 report on MLA constituency office expenses have still not been
